The making of or swearing to a false affidavit is punishable by civil and criminal penalties under Louisiana law.

	Any heir not signing this Affidavit could not be located after exercise of reasonable diligence, or was given ten days’ notice by U.S. mail of the affiants’ intent to execute an affidavit of small succession and did not object.
